Block Club Activities
Activities that build connections amongst neighbors.

· $250 for single block activities

· $250 for an additional block

· $500 maximum amount 
· *Limit: One grant per block per calendar year.

Requirements

· Applicants must reside, own a business or own property within the CARAG neighborhood boundaries (Hennepin Ave, Lyndale Ave, Lake St., W. 36th St.)

· Activities must build connections between neighbors. 
· Projects must involve residents from 1 or more blocks.

· There must be participation from at least 5 households per block for each project.

· Each block must have at least one resident or onsite property owner signed up to become a block leader/ contact with Minneapolis Community Crime Prevention (CCP)/ Safe. Contact MPD Crime Prevention Specialist Jennifer Neal at Jennifer.neal@minneapolismn.gov or (612) 673-2819.
· Applicants are required to provide a 10% match (a $200 grant would require a $20 match).  The match can be provided through a dollar or volunteer time match.  Volunteer time will be calculated at $10.00/hr 

Eligible Activities & Improvements
· Organizing Supplies: Name tags, copies, paper, postage, etc.

· Event Supplies: decorations, balloons, games, door prizes, etc.

· Entertainment: musicians, performers, a bounce house, etc.

· Instructions/Classes: self-defense class, home safety demo

· Fix-up Supplies: paint, trash bags, dumpster rental

· Your Creative Ideas!

Ineligible Expenses

· Food

· Activities or improvements performed by an individual household for personal benefit.
